GENERAL JOB DESCRIPTION 
Each cherry picker receives a computer—generated listing for pulling palletized products from storage slots and placing them in pull slots. Picker should break down items into individual slot locations. Each move is manually recorded. If picker finds product out of stock, picker puts code no. and pull slot location on an out list / mark out list. Picker also responsible for putting up returned products to their proper slots. Job requires thorough knowledge of picker routine and warehouse layout. Job requires considerable accuracy and dependability. The effects of poor decisions include wrong slot allocation or transposing numbers when recording pull locations. Considerable care and precision is required when maneuvering forklifts and cherry picker lift around. Worker should follow recognized ergonomic principles when lifting, bending and handling loads.
