Responsibilities:

1. Coordinate with warehouse senior night shift supervisor on the proper hookup of dispatched equipment on a daily basis.
2. Determine and log the availability of equipment as follows: 
a. List equipment in the yard. 
b. List returning equipment. 
c. Check deadline board for any equipment that is scheduled for repair.
3. Assist warehouse in dispatching available equipment determined by weight and cube of route. 
4. Hook up appropriate equipment. 
5. Wash equipment as necessary. 
6. Pre-cool dispatched equipment before loading. 
7. Perform other related duties as assigned or directed. 

Required: 

· C.D.L. qualified - Class A, HAZMAT 
· Capable of operating forklifts and pallet jacks as needed, efficiently and safely

· Attention to accuracy and detail

· Ability to work calmly under pressure

· Punctuality and reliability

· Good communication skills and basic mathematic skills

· Must not be functionally hearing impaired
· Must be fully qualified under Federal Department of Transportation regulations
· Must be able to perform repetitive, manual material handling without restriction requiring (but not limited to) the following physical abilities: kneeling, crouching, reaching, standing, walking, pushing, pulling, and grasping.  Must demonstrate the strength and aerobic capacity required for the above-mentioned work
· Must be capable of working in controlled temperature environment
· Must have 20/20 correctable vision as well as the ability to distinguish the colors of company signage and labeling system
· Must be capable of lifting up to 20 lbs. occasionally, and up to 10 lbs. frequently, and a negligible amount constantly, at a minimum of 8 hours per work shift at 100% of Company standard
· Must have ability to work well with others
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
