This is to verify that the driver named above meets the following eligibility requirements:

1. At least one year of continuous full-time employment as a driver with a food distribution
company (i.e., foodservice, foodservice manufacturer with private fleet, retail/wholesale grocery),
and is currently a full-time driver (not a supervisor).

2. The driver is the winner of a company-sponsored competition (at a distribution center or higher
level), or is the highest placing company representative at a state, local, regional, or provincial
truck driving competition. If the highest placing driver is not a first place winner, a minimum
number of two drivers from the location/company competed in that class.

3. A Driver Record that meets the following:

A competing driver must have a “CLEAN” driving record for one year prior to
September 10, 2010. A “CLEAN” driving record means no chargeable accidents, and no alcohol
or drug-related charges.

4. The driver holds a valid license for the type of truck to be driven during the competition.
